I would love to compare video editing programs
and declare Pinnacle Studio 12 the easiest one to
use, but to be honest . . . this was the only photo
editing | have ever done. To be precise: | had a
borrowed laptop | had never used before, a few
unrelated video clips (not mine), a few pictures
(not mine), less than 24 hours to make a demo
movie for my presentation, and a history of attract-
ing glitches.

Because Studio 12 is suppose to be easy for a
beginner to use | decided to go out of my comfort
zone and put this software to the ultimate test:
Like many users, | skipped reading the instruc-
tions. | have to admit to a little help. | had seen a
live demo at a convention and watched some very
short informational clips on www.pinnaclesys.com.

The hardest thing | had to do was choosing the
options | wanted to use. The closest | got to a
glitch was that the video card in my borrowed
computer wouldn’t support “Magic Bullet Looks”.

Starting with a “Montage”, | began my quest. |
already knew image editing had to be done on the
main timeline and that any type of image could be
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used. The numbers showed what image went
where. Moving the images around was as easy
as drag and drop. “Undo” and “delete” were also
handy. Mixing sections from different Montage
themes didn’t cause and problems. Leaving Mon-
tage boxes empty didn't either. The playback only
showed an appropriately numbered space. With
just a click of a button you can review your crea-
tion full screen. When you are editing that particu-
lar section of the orange bar turns green.

There are hundreds of transitions on hand. Pick-

ing a category brings up a screen with thumbnail
“A/B” boxes. Clicking on one activates the A to B
transition so you can see how it looks. After de-
ciding which one to use, you simply drag and drop
it into place on the timeline. The other features
use thumbnails of the image you are editing to

show what the final look will be. All you have to
do is select the one you want. As you become
more skilled you can alter the feature itself. Some
(like “Magic Bullet Looks”) have visible boxes to
adjust (see above) while others (see Boris Graffiti
below) have an advanced mode to select. There
are prompts where you can enter text and exam-
ples to see what it will look like. Any font that is
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on your computer can be used. Correcting red
eye and removing the black bars so your images
fill the movie frame can be done with the click of a
button. It is possible to interweave up to 18 video
tracks in minutes.

Pinnacle Studio 12 has two dedicated sound
tracks - one for special sounds and the other for
background music. You can import songs to use
as is, or you can add them to “Scorefitter” - your



own original background music composer. Itis as
easy to use as the image editors. Several choices
have be

oe

en pre-loaded in the software. You simply

pick a style, pick a song, pick a version and listen
to the result. If you don't like it, you just start over.
The length can be changed by dragging the begin-
ning or ending points. The “song” can be changed
at anytime by using the “accept changes” button.

Shortcuts

Why do some icons on your desktop have a little
white arrow embedded in the picture? These are
shortcuts (sometimes called links). They are small
files that represent and “point to” the real thing.
When you double -left-click on a shortcut icon,
Windows reads the location of the file to open
from within the shortcut file, then opens the target
file. Shortcuts are, in the lingo of computer pro-
grammers, symbolic links to actual files. They
don’t contain any of the file’s information—they
just point to it. In real terms: if Peoria, lllinois was
a file, then its shortcut would be the map telling
you how to get there.

Why do we use shortcuts? Why not just put the
real, actual file on your desktop? There are sev-
eral reasons. First, since a shortcut does not con-
tain any of the target file’s information, it can be
deleted without damaging the file it points to.
Therefore, placing shortcuts on the desktop (or in
any directory) is safer. Accidental deletion of these
links will not affect anything other than you may
lose track of where your file was!

The other reason is that you can have many
shortcuts and place them anywhere you might
need quick access to your file. For example, when
we give away computers, we organize the soft-
ware links in various folders on the desktop.
There’s a folder for Educational software and
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If you improved your operation of your com-
puter, you can put back in the items one at a time
until you find the program that was slowing you
down.

Game software links, and for the software that is
both Educational and Fun, we put links to the
same program in both the Educational and Game
folders. You can rename shortcuts to anything you
want, and it won't affect the real name of the file
they point to.

Shortcuts are also portable! If | know for sure
that a program will be in a certain place on nearly
every PC, | can e-mail a link to someone and tell
them to place it on their desktop. Double-clicking
on it should open that file on my recipient’'s PC! E-
mailing a link is much more of a sure bet than e-
mailing an executable file—because most e-mail
servers just won't allow executables (files ending
in .EXE) to be sent!

How does one create a link? The best way is to
find the file you want the link to refer to, then do a
single right-click on it. This brings up a context
menu where you can create the shortcut. Once
the shortcut is created you can move it to any di-
rectory or to the desktop.

For creating desktop links, Windows provides a
shortcut wizard that allows you to create a short-
cut for any file type including a web page or an-
other folder. From anywhere on the desktop, right
click and select ‘New’ and then ‘Shortcut’ to acti-
vate this wizard.

If Windows displays an error message that a key-
board isn't present or characters you type aren't
displaying on-screen, check the connection to the
computer. Shut your system down and then look
at its back to make sure the connector is securely
plugged into the proper PS/2 or USB port. PS/2
keyboard ports are typically colored purple, and
the connector will only fit one way. Check also
that the connector's pins aren't bent or broken.
It's possible to gently bend a pin back in place,
but if it's broken, replacing the keyboard is your
only option.

If the pins are fine but you suspect the board isn't
receiving power, plug another keyboard into the
computer. If it works, your keyboard's circuitry
may be damaged, and you'll likely need a re-
placement. If the substitute also fails, the PS/2 or
USB port or a motherboard controller may be
bad, and it's possible you'll have to replace the
motherboard. Finally, if the keyboard is plugged
into a USB hub, the hub may not be capable of
supplying sufficient power to the keyboard. Try
connecting the keyboard directly to a dedicated
USB port.

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Oh, I'm so glad you asked! | actually get this ques-
tion all the time and | do apologize for neglecting it
up until now. | know you all deal with spam e-mail
on a daily basis (some more than others) and
even though it's sometimes hard to figure out why,
there are a few things you can check on. One of
the biggest causes, as stated in today's question,
is giving out your e-mail address on public Web
sites and not even knowing it. And that's exactly
what we're going to go over today, so without fur-
ther ado, let's get started!

People ask me all the time if there's a Web site
they can use that scans their system and tells
them every single place their e-mail address is
used. That's a great idea, but unfortunately, the
answer is no. To my knowledge, there aren't any
Web sites designed to do that, but you can get a
little assistance from your favorite search engine.
Just choose whichever search engine you'd like to
use (Google, Yahoo!, etc.) and search for your e-
mail address. From your results, you will be able
to see which sites have access to your address.

For example, | used Google and typed in
erin@worldstart.com. | received quite a few re-
sults, but they were mostly for other publications
that sometimes use the computer tips | write (with
permission, of course!) And while it's perfectly fine
for other people to use my tips, it could be where
some of my spam comes from. It's hard to tell, but
at least | now have a general idea of what might
be happening.

If your e-mail address showed up on several dif-
ferent Web sites, you might want to take a few
seconds to think about all of the sites you visit. Do
you do a lot of online shopping? Are you a mem-
ber of any social networking sites? Do you sign up
for newsletters, etc. regularly? If so, you were
probably required to fill out some type of a Web
form, am | right? | mean, every time you order
something online, you're asked for your e-mail ad-
dress. Every time you sign up for a free newslet-

ter, you're asked to give your e-mail address.
Every time you create a profile on a social net-
working site, again, you're asked for your e-mail
address. It's a very common thing to do these
days, but each time, you're running the risk of hav-
ing your e-mail address published on a public site.

Now, I'm not saying every Web site does that,
but it does happen. And it's one of the main rea-
sons why you might be getting so much spam e-
mail. For your own safety, you should never inten-
tionally post your e-mail address on the Web. |
know it's required by a lot of Web sites and that's
fine, but you should stop and make sure you trust
the site before you type it in. Luckily, a lot of Web
sites are designed to keep your personal informa-
tion private and obviously, those are the sites you
should be using. (WorldStart is one of those sites!)
In conclusion, if you weren't happy with the results
you received when you searched for your e-mail
address, you may want to reconsider the sites you
use. Look through your results and end your con-
nection with any that might be sending you spam.
Also, keep a close eye on the spam you do get.
You might be able to figure out where it's coming
from and stop it in its tracks that way as well. It's a
good idea to search for your e-mail address from
time to time, just to make sure you're not being
added to any spam lists. It's just one more way
you can keep yourself safe while using the Web!
