BUDGET CRISIS GIVES E-COORDINATION
BIG BOOST-

As many of you know, my day job for the last few years has
involved developing training courses. At the outset of this lim-
ited term, specially funded program, our direction was to get
the training out there and get the students in the seats. Our per-
formance target was chair-hours. We brought the students to
the classroom. Now, the budget crisis has moved decision-
makers into accepting the potential of electronic learning, or e-
learning, for short.

As a tech sensitive person, I have pushed for this direction all
along. I stressed the advantages of having something on the
shelf (or server) that can be accessed at any time. However, it
takes time to create effective e-learning that is not just page
turning (or clicking). E-learning has had something like a 40%
completion rate, for a variety of reasons, one being lack of
interaction and boredom. Using what I have learned about how
adults learn, some tools I’ve picked up, and help from one of
our in-house programmers, we will shortly be cranking out e-
learning because the money to bring students to traditional
classrooms is gone.

Producer, the add-in for Powerpoint 2002. This will be an
adventure. I’ll keep you posted. Happy Computing.

RECOMMENDATIONS
FOR DVD�VHS RECORDER
[from an online forum]

Q: I have a zillion S-VHS and VHS tapes that I would like to
transfer, in real time, to DVD. Is this possible? If so, what
devices do you recommend? 

A1: One solution would be a component HD/DVD recorder. We
recently purchased a Panasonic at Best Buy. It’s a tuner, HD
recorder and DVD recorder/player. It has a front-side DV input
that you can send to either the HD recorder or to the DVD
recorder

A3: I do not like the Panasonic because of the media it uses:
RAM and -R. Panasonic also does not READ anything whereas
JVC players, Philllips, Sony etc. will read ANYTHING. You
may have to record either -R or +R but you want to buy a
machine that will read anything you throw at it. 

I have just completed transferring 500 videos to DVD. I tried
(know you are getting tired of me saying this but it answers the
question) a G3 dualie, Canopus video transferor, HDs and every-
thing I thought I was supposed to have.

QuickTime to run audio or video. A court ruled the Microsoft's
Internet Explorer uses the patented technology to accomplish
this and that the company must pay Eolas $521 million for the
technology. Eolas suggested that Microsoft keep the technolo-
gy in its browser and arrange licensing terms. Instead,
Microsoft, which said it will appeal the ruling, will make
changes to Internet Explorer to sidestep the patented technolo-
gy. As a result, some users will be presented with a pop-up
screen alerting them that the browser will start the necessary
application to run the Web page. Microsoft said it will offer tips
to Web developers on how to change their Web pages to avoid
the pop-ups even with the modified version of Internet
Explorer, which is expected early next year.

SURVEY SHOWS HOW USERS DEAL
WITH SPAM
A new survey by DoubleClick shows some of the methods that
consumers are using to deal with the growing tide of spam in
their inboxes. Most users agreed that spam is the biggest prob-
lem with e-mail, though 90 percent acknowledged they have
received permission-based commercial e-mail. Users tended to
favor "common-sense" approaches to dealing with spam rather
than technological ones. Only 16 percent of respondents said
they use a software filter for e-mail. Most users said they
inspect e-mail, particularly the "from" line, and will simply
delete mail they suspect of being spam. Respondents to the sur-
vey also complained about the frequency of permission-based
messages. "Even permission based e-mail can be offensive if
it's received too often," said Scott Knoll, vice president and
general manager of market solutions at DoubleClick.

APPLE EXPANDS INTO WINDOWS MUSIC
Apple Computer CEO Steve Jobs on Thursday unveiled his
company's expansion of its iTunes music service to include
Windows computers. Jobs also announced deals Apple has
struck with America Online (AOL) and PepsiCo. Under the
first arrangement, AOL will direct users of its music site to
Apple's iTunes store, where they can purchase music with their
AOL memberships. Jobs and AOL CEO Jonathan Miller said
the deal was "exclusive." PepsiCo and Apple will launch a mar-
keting campaign that features 100 million free iTunes songs,
given away through special caps on PepsiCo bottles. Apple's
iTunes has been extremely successful as a Macintosh-based
service, and Jobs said the company has sold 1.4 million of its
iPod music players. With the Windows-based version of its
service, Apple will compete with online music services includ-
ing RealNetworks, MusicNet, and BuyMusic.com.

BRITISH MPS CALL FOR STRONGER 
ANTI-SPAM POWERS
A group of British MPs has written a report calling for changes to
recently enacted anti-spam legislation and for increased authority
for the agency responsible for enforcing the legislation. The report
from the All Party Parliamentary Internet Group echoed others who
have said that the United Kingdom's new anti-spam law, which
requires consent before sending any commercial e-mail to homes,
should also apply to business e-mail addresses to be effective.
Writers of the report also said that the Information Commissioner
should be granted broader authority to pursue those accused of vio-
lating anti-spam regulations. Also included in the report is a rec-
ommendation that other agencies besides the Information
Commissioner share the responsibility for enforcing anti-spam
laws.

SCREENSAVER PASSWORDS BETTER THAN
LOGIN PASSWORDS
Analysts at risk-management company TruSecure argue that a
password-protected screensaver can do more to increase computer
security than lengthy login passwords. According to the company,
a significant portion of security breaches happen within organiza-
tions. Unauthorized access of an unattended computer, the compa-
ny said, presents a much greater risk than hackers outside the com-
pany. TruSecure also noted that if a company assigns long, complex
passwords to employees, those employees are much more likely to
write the passwords down, further compromising the security of a
network login. Jay Heiser, chief analyst at TruSecure, suggested
that hardware solutions--such as a token or a smartcard--offer bet-
ter protection than passwords. "You always know if your hardware
has been stolen," he said.

Microsoft has opted to make changes to the way its Web browser
functions after a court ruled that the software company had violat-
ed a patent held by Eolas Technologies. The patent covers how Web



VERISIGN SELLS NETWORK SOLUTIONS,
RETAINS REGISTRY
VeriSign has announced the sale of Network Solutions to a venture-
capital company for around $100 million, though it will retain the
registry for .com and .net addresses. VeriSign acquired both the
registrar and the registry when it bought Network Solutions three
years ago. The Network Solutions registrar business is essentially a
marketplace for .com and .net names and, according to VeriSign,
does not fit well with the company's goal of focusing on infra-
structure services. The registry, which was recently renamed
VeriSign Naming and Directory Services, is the vast database that
connects users who type URLs into browsers to the appropriate
locations on the Web.

HACKER'S  ACQUITTAL RAISES CONCERNS
OVER TROJAN HORSE DEFENSE
Some security experts fear that a British teen's acquittal on charges
of hacking into the computer system of the port of Houston will
weaken future prosecutions of computer crimes. Aaron Caffrey was
charged with a 2001 attack that left the port's computer system crip-
pled. Although Caffrey acknowledged that the attack originated
from his computer, he argued in court that a trojan horse program
had been installed on his computer without his knowledge. That
application, Caffrey insisted, allowed someone to remotely launch
the attack from his computer. Although no evidence of such an
application was found on Caffrey's computer, the jury ruled in his
favor. Graham Cluley, senior technology consultant for Sophos,
said of the jury's decision that even without evidence of a trojan
horse application, defendants in similar cases "might still be able to
successfully claim that they were not responsible for what their
computer does."

COMPROMISE REACHED ON DATABASE-
PROTECTION BILL
A House of Representatives subcommittee has passed a bill that
would extend strong intellectual-property protections to databases
after opposition from three academic groups was withdrawn. The
Database and Collections of Information Misappropriation Act,
introduced last week by Howard Coble (R-N.C.), had stirred objec-
tions from academic groups, which saw it as a threat to researchers.
The original version of the bill included a vague exception for aca-
demics, but the version that passed the subcommittee this week has
a much stronger exception. According to the revised bill, "no lia-
bility shall be imposed under this act" on higher education and
research institutions or their employees. With that language, the
Association of American Universities, the American Council on
Education, and the National Association of State Universities and
Land-Grant Colleges have ended their opposition to the bill and
assumed a neutral position. Other groups, including the National
Academies, the U.S. Chamber of Commerce, and academic-library
organizations, continue to oppose the bill.

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QUICK START FOR WINDOWS ITUNES
Early reports from Apple Computer's foray into Windows-
based online music indicate exuberance among consumers for
the company's iTunes service. Apple has sold more than one
million songs to iTunes for Windows customers since the serv-
ice was launched last week, and computer users have reported-
ly downloaded more than one million copies of the Windows
version of iTunes software in the past three days. Apple
launched iTunes for Macintosh-based computers in April of
this year, and since then the company has sold 14 million songs
at 99 cents each. The company said it hopes to have sold 100
million songs by the first anniversary of the service next April.

E-VOTING MACHINES COME UNDER
RENEWED SCRUTINY
Ongoing concerns about electronic voting machines in
Maryland have prompted two lawmakers in the state to request
a review of the systems by an independent state agency.
Senator Paula Hollinger and Delegate Sheila Ellis Hixson have
asked the nonpartisan Maryland Department of Legislative
Services to review a report by Science Applications
International Corp. (SAIC) on the voting machines. That report
was requested by the state after concerns were raised about
possible security risks with the machines. Questions have also
been raised over how the state will be able to verify election
results or conduct a recount because the machines do not gen-
erate a paper record of votes as they are cast. David Dill, a pro-
fessor at Stanford University, questioned whether SAIC--
which has a standing consulting contract with the state of
Maryland--was impartial in its report. Dill suggested that with
the report, SAIC was trying to please the governor and that the
report did not ask whether the machines should be used at all.
The report, said Dill, simply asked whether the risks could be
mitigated.

CLEARINGHOUSE FOR IDENTITY THEFT
VICTIMS
An organization representing most of the large U.S. financial
services companies has announced a pilot project to create a
single point of contact for people who believe they are victims
of identity theft. The Financial Services Roundtable, which
includes Wells Fargo, Bank One, Citigroup, MBNA, and oth-
ers, said that with the new program, consumers can call their
banks if they believe personal information has been used in an
identity crime. The banks would then contact the newly formed
assistance center, which would help the consumer with the
paperwork and other details of dealing with the problem. The
center would also vet loan and other applications to make sure
the names of people asking to borrow money are not the same
as those who have reported having their identities stolen.

MORE DATA, BUT NO LESS PAPER
A study by the University of California at Berkeley shows that
during 2002, 5 billion gigabytes of data was generated around the
world. That amount, which is the equivalent of about 800
megabytes per person, is enough to fill 500,000 U.S. Libraries of
Congress. The university conducted a similar study in 1999, and
the new results indicate a 30 percent rise since the first study in
the amount of stored information. The amount of data stored on
hard disk drives was up 114 percent from the earlier study.
According to Peter Lyman, a professor at UC Berkeley, those
involved in the 1999 study expected that use of film and paper
would drop as users moved those media into electronic formats.
Although film-based photographs have dropped 9 percent since
1999, paper documents, including books, journals, and others,
have grown by as much as 43 percent. Lyman said that much of
the content is accessed on computers, but users print it out.

U.S. TO USE BIOMETRICS TO SCREEN FOR-
EIGNERS
Beginning early next year, those entering the United States on
tourist, business, or student visas will go through a biometric
screening process designed to improve national security. Asa
Hutchinson, undersecretary for Border and Transportation
Security at the Department of Homeland Security, this week
unveiled the equipment to be used in the new screening proce-
dure, which includes fingerprinting and photo tools. Visa holders
will be screened when they enter the country to verify they are not
on terrorist watch lists, and when they leave the country to keep a
record of whether they have overstayed their visas. Despite a
General Accounting Office report expressing skepticism that the
system can be implemented efficiently and calling it "a very risky
endeavor," Hutchinson said the system will cause few delays and
will provide a strong boost for national security. The system will
be installed at 115 airports and 14 seaports.

COPYRIGHT LAW TAKES EFFECT IN U.K.
The U.K. joins EU nations Denmark, Germany, Greece, and Italy
in adopting legislation aimed at curtailing digital piracy. The new
law, considered Europe's most stringent, is based on the EU
Copyright Directive, controversial and broad legislation designed
to protect music, film, and software content makers. Nine other
EU member states have yet to ratify similar legislation, almost a
year past the deadline for its adoption. Debate centers on how to
prevent piracy yet safeguard consumer rights, specifically on the
inclusion of "fair use" provisions, which determine how con-
sumers can play and store media on different devices. The EU
directive failed to achieve consensus on this issue, so while
Germany's law allows consumers to make back-up copies of
legally purchased CDs, the U.K. law contains no such exceptions.

Some argue that the U.K.'s law is too broad and could put
those who use peer-to-peer networks at risk of imprison-
ment. A spokesman for the U.K. Patent Office, which
drafted the legislation, said that the law is not "meant to
bring criminal charges to individual downloaders" but
rather "is aimed at the most dangerous activity, the organ-
ized crime gangs with warehouses of pirated materials."

FCC RULES TO PREVENT HDTV
PIRACY EXPECTED SOON
New guidelines are expected soon from the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) governing the copy-
ing and use of digital television programming. The movie
and television industries have been pushing for rules pro-
tecting their copyrighted material from the type of wide-
spread file trading and related legal battles that have
befallen the music industry. The FCC's rules would likely
address issues of fair use--when and how users are
allowed to make copies of works they can legally access-
-and questions over which devices can play different
materials. Critics of the plan argue that the FCC does not
have the authority to establish copy-protection rules and
that such rules are unnecessary anyway. They noted that
using technology available today, it would take 36 hours
to download a high-definition two-hour movie. Opponents
also said that imposing technical rules on digital video
files would require electronics manufacturers to reengi-
neer large numbers of devices currently on the market.

MICROSOFT EYES GOOGLE MERGER
Microsoft reportedly approached Google within the past
two months about the possibility of a merger. Google--the
leader among search engines--generates significant ad
revenues. Google, for the moment, appears to have reject-
ed Microsoft's overture, focusing instead on its recently
revealed intentions to pursue an initial public offering
(IPO). Microsoft might still consider a merger after
Google goes public, however, according to one source.
Plans for Google's IPO remain undecided. Google's
founders reportedly have considered an auction-style pub-
lic offering, avoiding using financial institutions to under-
write the IPO.
